Letter of Request for the Sacrament of Confirmation

Each Candidate approaching Confirmation
is to personally write a letter of request to Bishop Hoeppner

*If the candidate, together with his/her parents, in consultation with the sponsor/mentor, and Pastor has decided that he/she desires to
receive the Sacrament of Confirmation, he/she is to make that request in writing.

«Preferably, this letter is to be typewritten; though neatly handwritten is acceptable.

*Letter must be submitted to the Confirmation teacher/coordinator and forwarded to the Bishop’s Office at least 2 weeks in advance of the
Confirmation date.

She was blind for the
last seven years of her life, but her prayer life and the spiritual consolation she received from the Lord helped her radiate joy in the midst
of suffering. She died at age 53.
